The nine-hole Bear Valley Golf Course on Kodiak Island in Alaska might be America's most remote. It's 130 miles across the Gulf of Alaska to reach its closest neighbor: Kachemak Bay Lynx Golf Course. Bear Valley (par 36, 2,830 yards) costs $25 for 18, and locals take advantage of 22 hours of daylight in June. [paragraph] In the 18-hole category, White Pine Golf Course (par 72, 6,843 yards) off U.S. Highway 50 in Ely, Nev., is about 100 miles from Lincoln County Golf Course in Pioche, Nev. But to show you no course is too isolated to attract golfers, Johnny Miller and Mike Weir have played White Pine, says General Manager Randy Long. You can, too, for $38, with cart.
